GWYL CANOL GWENWYNOL - SPRING EQUINOX

Gwyl Canol GwenWynol or Eostre: (pronounced E-ostra, dso known as Ostara, Spring Equinox
etc.), March 21-23. Time of equal day and equal night. Thisis often cdebrated with eggs (beginnings)
and rabbits (fertiity) ... seethe theme? It is now time to lay the seeds of new projeds and new direc-
tions that you have meditated on throughout the wld months. Now isthe timeto start taking action.
(A lot of traditions use this particular sabbat for initiations. New roads, a new breath.) Colours for

this sabbat: Purpleand Yelow

The Spring Equinox defines the season where Spring reades it's apex, halfway through its journey from Candlemas to Beltane.
Night and day are in perfect balance, with the powers of light on the ascendancy. The god of light now wins avictory over his
twin, the god d darkness. In the Welsh Mabinogion, thisisthe day on which the restored Llew takes his vengeance on Goronwy
by piercing im with the sunlight spea. For Llew was restored/reborn at the Winter Solstice and is now well/ old enough to van-
quish hisrival/twin and mate with hislover/mother. And the grea Mother Goddess who has returned to her Virgin asped at
Candlemas, welcomes the young sun god's embraces and conceves a diild. The dild will be born nine months from now, at the
next Winter Solstice And so the cycle doses at last to begin anew.

The austoms surrounding the ceebration of the spring equinox were imported from Mediterranean lands, although there can be
no daubt that the first inhabitants of the British Isles observed it, as evidence from megalithic sites shows. But it was certainly
more popular to the south, where people céebrated the holiday as New Yea's Day, and claimed it asthe first day of the first sign
of the Zodiag Aries. However you look at it, it is certainly atime of new beginnings, as asimple glance & Nature will prove.

There ae two holidays of Christianity which get mixed up with the Vernal Equinox. Thefirst, occurrs on the fixed cdendar day
of March 25th in the old liturgicad cdendar, and is cdl ed the Feast of the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary.
'‘Annunciation’ means an announcement. Thisis the day that the angel Gabriel announced to Mary that she was 'in the family
way'. Naturally, this had to be announced since Mary, being still avirgin, would have no cther means of knowing it. The Church
picked the Vernal Equinox for the event becaise it was necessary to have Mary conceive the dhild Jesus afull nine months be-
fore his birth at the Winter Solstice(i.e., Christmas, cdebrated on the fixed cdendar date of December 25). Mary's pregnancy
would take the natural nine months to complete, even if the conception was a bit unorthodox.

The older Pagan Festival focuses on the joyous processof natural conception, when the young virgin Goddess(in this case,
'virgin' in the origina sense of meaning 'unmarried’) mates with the young solar God, who has just displacel hisrival. Thisis
probably not their first mating, however. In the mythicd sense, the amuple may have been lovers snce Candlemas, when the
young God reated puberty. But the young Goddesswas recently a mother (at the Winter Solstice) and is probably still nursing
her new child. Therefore, conception is naturally delayed for six weeks or so and, despite ealier matings with the God, She does
not conceive until (surprise!) the Vernal Equinox. This may also be their Hand-fasting, a saared marriage between God and God-
desscdl ed a Hierogamy, the ultimate Grea Rite. Probably the nicest study of thistheme occursin M. Esther Harding's book,
‘Woman's Mysteries. Probably the nicest description of it occursin M. Z. Bradley's 'Mists of Avalon, in the scene where Mor-



gan and Arthur assume the sacred roles. (Bradley foll ows the Briti sh custom of transferring the episode to Beltane, when the di-
mate is more suited to its outdoor cdebration.)

The other Christian holiday which gets mixed up in thisis Easter. Easter, too, cdebrates the victory of agod d light (Jesus) over
darkness (deah), so it makes senseto placeit at this sason. Ironicdly, the name ©Easter© was taken from the name of a Teutonic
lunar Goddess Eostre (from whencewe dso get the name of the female hormone, estrogen). Her chief symbals were the bunny
(bath for fertility and because her worshipers saw a hare in the full moon) and the egg (symbalic of the amsmic egg of credion),
images which Christians have been hard pressed to explain. Her holiday, the Eostara, was held on the Vernal Equinox Full

Moon. Of course, the Church doesn®©t cdebrate full moors, even if they do cdalate by them, so they planted their Easter on the
following Sunday. Thus, Easter is always the first Sunday, after the first Full Moon, after the Vernal Equinox. If you©ve ever
wondered why Easter moved all around the cdendar, now you know. (By the way, the Catholic Church was $ adamant about
NOT incorporating lunar Goddesssymbalism that they added a further cdculation: if Easter Sunday were to fall on the Full

Moon itself, then Easter was postponed to the foll owing Sunday instead.)

Incidentally, this raises another point: recently, some Pagan traditi ons began referring to the Vernal Equinox as Eostara. Histori-
cdly, thisisincorred. Eostarais alunar holiday, honoring alunar Goddess at the Vernal Full Moon. Hence, the name ©Eosta©
is best reserved to the nearest Esbat, rather than the Sabbat itself. How this happened is difficult to say. However, it is notable
that some of the same groups misappropriated the term ©Lady Day®© for Beltane, which left no goodfolk name for the Equixio
Thus, Eostara was misappropriated for it, completing a chain-readion of displacement. Needlessto say, the old and accepted
folk name for the Vernal Equinox is ©Lady Day®©. Christians sometimesinsist that thetitleisin honor of Mary and her Annuiei
tion, but Pagans will smile knowingly.

Another mythologicd motif which must surely arrest our attention at thistime of yea isthat of the descent of the God a God-
dessinto the Underworld. Perhaps we seethis most clealy in the Christian tradition. Beginning with his deah on the aosson
GoodFriday, it is sid that Jesus ©descended into hell© for the threedays that his body lay entombed. But on the third dayhé is,
Easter Sunday), his body and soul rejoined, he aose from the dead and ascended into heaven. By a strange ©coincidence@ost
ancient Pagan religions gpedk of the Goddessdescending into the Underworld, also for aperiod o threedays.

Why threedays? If we remember that we ae here deding with the lunar asped of the Goddess the reason should be obvious. As
the text of one Book of Shadows givesit, ©...as the moon waxes and wanes, and walks three nights in darkness, so the Goddess
once spent threenightsin the Kingdom of Deah.© In our modern world, alienated asit is from nature, we tend to mark the time
of the New Moon (when no moonisvisible) as asingle date on a cdendar. We tend to forget that the moon is also hidden from
our view on the day before and the day after our cdendar date. But this did not go unnoticed by our ancestors, who always gpeak
of the Goddess® journ into the land of Deah aslasting for threedays. Isit any wonder then, that we ceebrate the next Full
Moon (the Eostara) as the return of the Goddessfrom chthonic regions?

Naturaly, thisisthe season to ceebrate the victory of life over deah, as any nature-lover will affirm. And the Christian religion
was not misguided by cdebrating Christ©s victory over deahtethis same season. Nor is Christ the only solar hero to journey into
the underworld. King Arthur, for example, does the same thing when he sets sail in his magicd ship, Prydwen, to bring bad pre-
cious gifts (i.e. the gifts of life) from the Land of the Dead, as we aetold in the ©Mabinogi©. Welsh triads all ude to Gwydiand
Amaethon doing much the same thing. In faa, thistheme is so universal that mythologists refer to it by a a@mmon phrase, &e
harrowing of hell©.

However, one might conjedure that the descent into hell, or the land of the dead, was originally acampli shed, not by a solar

male deity, but by a lunar female deity. It is Nature Herself who, in Spring, returns from the Underworld with her gift of abun-

dant life. Solar heroes may have laid claim to thistheme much later. The very fad that we ae deding with athree-day period of
absence should tell uswe ae deding with alunar, not solar, theme. (Although one must make exception for those occasional
MALE lunar deities, such asthe Assyrian god, Sin.) At any rate, one of the nicest modern renditi ons of the harrowing of hell ap-
peasin many Books of Shadows as © The Descent of the Goddess©. Lady Day may be especially appropriate for the céebration of
this theme, whether by storytelli ng, reading, or dramatic re-enacdment.

For modern Witches, Lady Day is one of the Lesser Sabbats. What date is appropriate to cel ebrate the Spring Equinox? Y ou may
choose the traditional ©fixed®© date of March 25th, startj on its Eve. Or you may choose the ad¢ua equinox point, when the Sun
crosses the Equator and enters the astrologicd sign of Aries

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A Casefor the Moon
We dl know the Sun radiates hea to the ground and causes extensive e/aporation from the oceans and rain forests to the pud-
dles, yet there is no way the Sun can cause the evaporation to fall badk to the Earth. Moreover, it can rain at night, when thereis
no Sun in the sky. Clealy, the Sun cannot make it rain or snow, something else must be responsible. There is only one other
thingin the sky cgpable of exerting the necessary huge forces that would be required.

The Moon has about one sixth of the Earth’s gravitational force. From only a cuple of hundred thousand mil es away, changesin
the Moon©s orbital patterns are goingd have major effeds on Earth. Between athird and a quarter the size of Earth, the Moon is
equivalent in sizeto asmaller person running around and around an adult, all day every day. Ask yourself, would that affed
you? Better till, ask any mother of atodder.

Simply stated, changes in the Moon’s movement cause our weaher. How it worksisredly rather blatantly obvious but scientists
seem to have avested interest in not stating it. Possble reasons for this paliti cd manoeuvring will soon become dearer.
Meteorologists utilise sealevel or seasurfacetemperature analysis as tods in forecasting, Because seatides/|evel s'temps are af-
feded by many lunar factors, including synodic cycle, apsidal cycle(perigedapoged), apsidal ang e, dedination angle, dedina-
tion hemisphere, inclination, nodal or nutation cycle, apsidal cycle, anaomalistic cycle, tide cycle, variable diurnalism, moon’'s
angular momentum crossing ecliptic and equator, tide times and other cycles within cycles; it is hard to seehow can they rule out
the Moon as an empiricd variable. And that is not even mentioning secondary (arguably lunar) fadors such as wind speed and
force high and low pressure zones, cycles of currents, land movement etc. It could be said that by virtue of tides and gravita-
tional pull the Moon hasits gamp on anything to dowith the oceans.

It islittl e known that there ae & least four separate but sometimes interfadng tides caused by lunar gravitation. The best known
isthe sea-tide, the exad times of which repea every so many weeks, months and yeas. Thereis also theinner-core tide dfed-
ing the molten core of the Earth(Core Tide) which plays a major role in the cycles of eathquakes and eruptions, the land-tide
(cdled Earth-tide, where the ground rises towards the Moon about 8 inches per day as the Moon goes overhead and then receades
again when the Moon goes below the horizon) and the air -tide dfeding the height of the atmosphere. If the Moon has an effea
on the seathen it must control the tides by distribution of the water. So isit too silly to state that if it has an effect on the amos-
phere then it must control the weaher by distribution of the douds?

Why should clouds, air, land and inner mantle not betidal?
They are masses of flexible matter. As masses they are subjed to the pull of alarge gravitational body such asa dose Moon. The
movable fluids on Earth would like to fly off into spacetoward the Moon, but are more strongly held to Earth by the Earth’s
gravity and so remain on the Earth’s surface But the inconstant Moon causes these fluids to bein flux. The Sun, too, has atidal
pull on these fluid bodes, but being much further away, has a pull | essthan half that of the Moon. So how does the Moon©s
gravitational force overcome the gravity of the Earth, and affed those movable masss? The answer is that there ae times when
Earth©s gravitational forces nullified, and these ae spedal positions of the Sun and Moon and sometimes certain planets, from
which forces from above can effect changes on Earth.
It isthe old principles of Astrology that we should be turning badk to to re-examine, the subjed that people with Higher Lean-
ingimagine to be & worst the stuff of the Devil or at best only asilly party game. When it comesto the Old Astrology, the Moon
wasthe central player, the Moon establi shed the pivot from which everything else related. Etymologicdly spe&king, our word
measurement came from moon

The Moonisvery close, adually it isour closest cdestial neighbour, and it has two and a half times the gravitational pull of the
Sun. Therefore it exerts an influence on everything movable on our planet, beit solid, liquid or gas. Much of this influ-

enceis barely noticeale becaise there is nothing to compare it too, like the rising of the land as already mentioned towardsit,
only to recale ayain within 24 hours. Part of the problem is that we ae very locked in to what we can see and that goes for our
technology, in which we only believe that which we can seethrough instruments of our own making. But does that not mean that
forces do not exist for which we have not yet invented instruments to measure.

Each Moon phase has a changing effed on the weaher, whether it be droughts, hurricanes, tornadoes or lightning. And as the
atmosphere hasits daily tide, the ar density tooisforever changing. If it did not, barometric pressures would always remain con-
stant. The volume of air changes just as does the volume of seawater in abay during high SEA tide, but we an seethat. We
can©t see ahigh AIR tide because we haven®©t yet invented an instrument to deted it. Y et by deduction we can conclude that it
must occur.

Every New moon time, for two or threedays, the Moon shields us from the solar wind; that eledromagnetic energy force-field
sent forth into spaceby the Sun. Older cultures and civili sations knew that at this time of maximum shielding, the New moon
period was the best time for planting and fishing, and so over thousands of yeas grew the lunar planting and fishing cadendar.

Since 1976satellit e data aming from NASA suggests that these ancient lunar cdendar systems that were used to determine sea-
sonal climatic fluctuations indeed had a sound scientific basis. NASA is currently colleding aeial evidence of ancient stone dr-
cles, and last yea (I know because | was there)discredly surveyed in NZ, the large ancient stone drcle & Mangonui Bluff nea
Dargavill e which displays the same diameter dimensions as Stonehenge(288fee), which some daim demonstrates the existence
of Indo/Egypto/European culture here many thousands of years ago.

This supparts the legends of Ngapuhi and Tuhoe tribes about the dusive white-skinned Patu-paiarehe, Urekuhu and
Turehu peoples from the north of NZ to the Ureweras well documented in Maori oral tradition, whom it seems along with
other now-vanquished tribes were hunted to extinction. Some historians hold the view that the Polynesians garted as an
originally Caucasian racein the focthilIs of the Himalayas. Reseacher Richard Holdaway has found, caaogued and car-
bon-dated rat-bones 2,000-years old from human-occupied midden sites around Taupoin NZ, and rats could only have
been brought here by man.

The reluctanceto investigate the true prehistory of NZ is parall eled in the reluctance on the part of meteorologists to men-
tion the Moon in weaher forecasts. Many agriculturalists would like to lean about the true science of weather, so

they might be furnished with their own forecasting toals if they were avail able, the lack of which at the moment means
they are unable to plan ahead for more than 2 or 3 days, which can adversely affed their livelihoods.

There is another parall el. Schoolchildren are taught that the ancient peoples came here by accidental voyaging and that
they did that by navigating by the stars. With respect to present day Maori historians, both can©t be truelf you don©t know
where you©re going, what are you looking wp for? If/ou©re lost and it©s a pitch black dark night, the most intricate map
will be of no help. Thereis no Maori word for Australia, which is not only the nearest island to NZ but also the world©s
biggest. One would think that if acddentally voyaging, occasionally aboat or two would go df course and hit the world©s
biggest island. Or if migrating by a star-map then Australiawould at least once get a mention. Yet in asimilar way we are
told that we ae acédental voyaging with the weaher(it is out of control, we don©t know what is goingto happen or where
the dimate is going) and that we ae & one and the same time navigating by something way off(aha..we @an seewe ae
heading for global warming).

Of course the ancient peoples knew where they were going. They either sail ed here with goodmaps or were brought here
by others who had the maps. There were maps of the southern ocean in existence 20,000yeas ago. They were stored in
the libraries of Alexandra, and are shown and described in the bodk Ancient Maps of The SeaKings(by Charles Hop-
good. It isvery likely that Euro/Indy traders from ancient times distributed work-gangs of Polynesians all over the Pa-
cific to establish colonial outposts, which would explain why the Hawaii an language is © understandable to today©s
spedaker of Maori. Even Captain Cook beli eved the Maori were brought to NZ as daves. When Cook first went to Ta-

hiti the Tahiti ans thought he just had to be the same god mentioned in legends who came one day and took away awhale
tribe. And who said he would return one day to pick up more.

Theold still works
One might say that moon-weather knowledge so dd, it can now be considered new again. Due to the deamding work of
the structure of stone drcles during the last few decales, we can guess that lunar orbit cdculation was probably well
known by Stonehenge buil ders and users 12,000 o more years ago. All the ancient stone drcles are digned to the Moon
in the same way. The small er ones are ratio replicas of Stonehenge, indicating the same system was utili sed internation-
ally. It seems stone-circle builders were obsessed with lunar dedination and nodal crossngs - almost certainly for
wedher, long range dimate and for edipse prediction. The vast ancient wisdom began to disappea with the destroying
by the ealy Christains of the libraries of Alexandria, in their hopes of destroying paganism of which the Moon had be-
come the paramount symbal.

Forecasters do their best with the todls available, but when put on the
spot most will admit to having no longrange method. They have inher-
ited a sciencethat has large gaps, along with arefusal to consider cycles,
optinginstead for alinea mindset whereby weaher and climate are be-
lieved to be getting steadily and mysteriously worse for the whole planet.

One would think that science would be open to the introduction of new testable
ideas

and passhiliti es, but such is not the cae. The Moon and acquiring any further knowl- edge
about it is gill adively suppressed as being a pagan adivity and the mere mention of the Moon still sometimes creaes fear
and hostility. Also suppressed is any discussion about it, on NZ weaher forums or in the newspapers. | know because |©ve

Pick up any popular bodk about weaher in your nearest bodk shop and
look for ©moon®© in the index. It isarare book that even will be found to list the planet, let alone giveit any role. But like it or
not, the study of lunar cycles holds the key to understanding weaher.
